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2019-20 Discipline School Inventory

Throughout the school year, Student Relations reviews monthly discipline reports and/or conducts in-
person school visits to monitor, support, and assess each school’s implementation of behavior and
discipline strategies and practices. Monitoring covers five categories: general implementation, use of
discipline data, PBIS, Restorative practices, and student code of conduct. Student Relations maintains
and updates a monitoring chart that reflects, at-a-glance, school-level progress and areas for
improvement in two tiers: top priorities (covering structural and foundational prerequisites without
which Restorative Practices, PBIS, or the graduated behavioral or disciplinary strategies cannot operate
effectively at a school) and secondary priorities (structural or foundational prerequisites that must
follow upon the heels of top priority prerequisites).

Within the inventory, In-School Suspension (ISI) is included because it is a school-level strategy, but the
District Alternative Education Program (DAEP) is not included because it is a districtwide strategy.
Schools do not send students to DAEP, DAEP is an alternative that is offered to students who received a
suspension after a long-term hearing, and whose parents voluntarily agreed to utilize the DAEP
alternative. Under “Top Priorities,” a “y” indicates that a particular foundational prerequisite exists at
the school. In other cases, a “y” indicates specific information.

General

Under "Timely Data Input,” a “n” reflects that a school has not met the expectation of entering
disciplinary data into the student information system within 24-48 hours of an incident. Under "Timely
Monthly Reports," a “n” indicates that a school has submitted a late monthly report at least once
(though all reports are ultimately collected, and a school could have submitted its reports on time every
other month). Under "Targeted Schools Report," a “y” indicates that Student Relations created a
specific report for that specific school related to a specific issue(s) (this is not applicable to most
schools).

Use of Discipline Data

In this category, a “y” in the first metric “Used in Monthly Rpt” indicates evidence that discipline data is
being used in monthly monitoring and reporting by the site, and a “y” in the second metric “Used in PD”
reflects that discipline data is being used during professional learning and data is being used to inform
discipline discussions."

PBIS

This section reflects whether a school utilizes a PBIS team and PBIS matrix.

Restorative Practices

This category tracks whether site staff have been trained in restorative practices, and whether the
school monitors the use of restorative practices in classrooms (including follow-up on the training at
least once per semester)

Student Code of Conduct

This section reflects whether the school has trained staff and students on the Student Code of Conduct.
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Discipline Rating

Student Relations rates schools on a scale of 1 (the lowest) to 5 (the highest) to measure, at-a-glance,
progress over time.

Under “Secondary Priorities,” Student Relations tracks and monitors several metrics in three categories:
restorative practices, PBIS, and Student Code of Conduct. Under PBIS, it tracks whether schools are
communicating with stakeholders, and whether the community has fully embraced PBIS.

Under restorative practices, Student Relations monitors: whether stakeholders have a shared vision for
a restorative school, if staff understands the paradigm shift from punitive to restorative action, if time is
given to implement a restorative classroom, and whether the school has put in place support structures
including professional development/PLCs.

Student Relations also tracks five secondary areas related to the Student Code of Conduct: whether data
informs all discipline meetings; hot spots and trends are identified; discipline systems, policies,
procedures are in place; monthly discipline reports are communicated to faculty and staff; and whether
the site conducts periodic reviews of discipline systems, policies, procedures.
