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Who Can Ride The Bus?
Every student is assigned to a school based
on their home address - this is the student’s
Neighborhood School. All students who

live within the boundaries of Tucson Unified
School District are eligible to ride the bus to
their Neighborhood School unless they are
within walking distance. Walking distance
is 2'2 miles for middle and high school
students, and 1'%~ miles for Elementary and
K-8 students.

Bus Route Notification

The Transportation Department will notify
parents of their child’s assigned bus

route. Routing information is also available
through Parent Access Accounts. Before
the beginning of school, letters are mailed
home to all eligible students who have been
placed on a bus route.
