mastery

and assessments

• Clarifies the learning targets for 
teachers and students

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Determine Evidence of Student Learning

Assessment Cycle

Pre-Assessment-any method, strategy or  process to determine students 
current level of readiness

• Provides a baseline

• Helps identify the differentiation 

• Allows teacher to meet students where they are

Formative Assessment-a way of accumulating information on student 
progress and helps make decisions that will help improve understanding and 
achievement levels

• Helps make instructional adjustments

• Provides regular feedback and evidence of progress

• Aligns and scaffolds toward summative assessment 

Summative Assessment-used to determine mastery and understanding of 
information, skills, concepts

• Matches material taught, aligned with instructional/curricular outcomes
